Medical Certificates shall be obtained from Medical Officer concerned as  detailed below:

1. For SI of Police (KCP) – Not below the rank of Civil Surgeon Grade I
2. For SI of Police (APB) – Not below the rank of Civil Surgeon.
3. For Excise Inspector     –  Not below the rank of Civil Surgeon Grade II
4. For Assistant Jailor Gr I – Not below the rank of Assistnat Surgeon.

  But  a single Medical Certificate obtained from competent  Authority  can be 
  used for all the posts provided:-

(a) If SI of Police ( KCP) is one among the posts, the Medical Certificate should 
     be obtained from a Medical Officer not below the rank of a Civil Surgeon Gr I.

(b) A Medical Certificate obtained from a Medical Officer not below the rank of  
     Civil Surgeon  Gr II is sufficient for all the posts except SI of Police (KCP).
