The National Commission for Scheduled Caste was estab-
lished under Article 338 of Indian Constitution. It is a consti-
tutional body.

The President of India appoints the Chairman of the National
Commission for Scheduled Castes.

The main function of the National Commission for Sched-
uled Caste is to provide constitutional protection to SC, to
investigate any case that violates the interests of scheduled
castes.

A Commission for National Scheduled Caste and Scheduled
Tribe was set up after 65th Constitutional Amendment.

The tenure of the Chairman of National Scheduled Tribes
Commission is not fixed; he remains at the post ill the plea-
sure of the President of India. But as a tradition his tenure is
fixed for 3 years.

National Scheduled Tribes Commission was set up in 2004.
Article 330 to 342 of Indian constitution belongs to reserva-

tion and representation of Scheduled Castes, Scheduled
Tribes in Lok Sabha.

National Commission for Women was set up in 1992, Na-
tional Minorities Commission and National Backward Classes
Commissions in 1993 and National Child Rights Protection
Commission in 2007.

The post of Comptroller and Auditor General of India (CAG)
has been envisaged under Article 148. He is appointed for a
period of six years by the President of India. He can be re-
moved from his post by the same process as the judge of the
Supreme Court. The salary, allowances and other terms of
service of the Comptroller and Auditor General of India is
determined by the President.

The CAG have the authority to audit the accounts of consoli-
dated fund of India, the accumulated fund of the State, each
Union Territory which have Legislative Assembly.

PLUS
The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) is a statu-
tory body which was constituted by the Act passed in the
Parliament. The NHRC of India is a statutory public body
constituted on 12th October 1993 under the protection of
Human Rights Ordinance of 28 September 1993. Presently
itis comprised of a Speaker and four members; hence this is
a multilateral institution.
A person who is a retired Chief Justice of the Supreme Court
of India can only be appointed as the Chairman of the Na-
tional Human Rights Commission.
The tenure of the Chairman of NHRC is 5 years or until he is
70 years old whichever is earlier.
The National Human Rights Commission Act has been
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changed in 2006.

Governor of state appoints the Lokayukta and Upalokayukta.

The Lokpal and Lokayuktas Act, 2013 came into force in Janu-

ary 2013.

Maharashtra is the first Indian State to establish the Institu-

tion of Lokayukta.

Virudhunagar (Tamil Nadu), Naupada (Odisha) and

Sidharthnagar (UP) have emerged as the top three districts

in the ranking of aspirational districts by Niti Aayog for the

period of June 1, 2018 and October 31, 2018. The Aspirational

District Programme was launched by Prime Minister Narendra

Modi on January 5th 2018 and released in June 2018.

*  There are three commissioners in the Election Commission
which includes one Chief Election Commissioner and two
other Election Commissioners.

*  The Chief Election Commissioner is appointed by the Presi-
dent of India. The term of the Election Commissioner is up to
6 years or 65 years of age.

* The State Election Commissioner can be removed on the
basis of the recommendation of Chief Election Commissioner.

River Brahmaputra is called as Tsangpo in Tibet.

Peninsular rivers are characterized by fixed course, ab-
sence of meanders and non-perennial flow of water.

Laterite soil is formed due to an intense leaching. They
are fully equipped with organic matter.

The red colour of red soil is due to the presence of iron.
Sandy soil has air space and loosely packed.

The seasonal or periodic movement of pastoral farmers
with their livestock over relatively short distances seeking
fresh pastures between two areas of different climatic con-
ditions is called as- Transhumance.

Black
soil shares 15% of all types of soil in india.

Air Masses Theory named the meeting place of south east
trade winds in the southern hemisphere and northeast
tradewinds in the northern hemisphere as Inter-Tropical
Convergence Zone.

The ITCZ (Intertropical convergence zone) play important
role in the global circulation system and also known as
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equatorial convergence zone or intertropical front. It is a
basically low pressure belt encircling earth near the equa-
tor. Itis a zone of convergence where the tfrade winds meet.
ITCZ shifts only between 50°to 75° of latitude north or south
of the equator.

Al Masaudi was an Arab explorer from Baghdad, gave an
account of the reversal of ocean currents and the mon-
soon winds over the North Indian plains.

Edmund Halley in 1686 explained that the monsoon is the
resultant of the thermal contrasts between continents and
ocean due to their differential heating.

Europe is separated from Asia by Caspian sea and Ural
mountains

Spain and Portugal are together called Iberia
Yugoslavia, Greece, Romania and Albania situated on the
coast of Black sea and Mediterranean sea are called Balkan
states.

Lituania, Latvia and Estonia are together called Baltic
states.

Trans-siberian rail route is the longest rail route in the world.
It connects St. Petersburg in the west and Vladivostok in
the east.

The Volga is the longest river in Europe

Europe is a continent located entirely in the northern hemi-
sphere.

Jupiter has largest number of natural satellites (67)

Pluto is a dwarf planet in the Kuiper belt, a ring of bodies
beyond Neptune.

Mars has two natural satellites, Phobos and Deimos
Makemake is a dwarf planet and discovered by a team led
by Michael E Brown on march 31, 2005. It is one of the
bodies that caused Pluto to lose its status as a planet.
The word planet comes from the Greek word ‘planetai’
which means wanderers.

Mercury is the smallest planet of the solar system, there is
no atmosphere on Mercury.

The surface of Mercury is rocky and mountainous. Venus,
the hottest planet of the solar system has no moon or sat-
ellite of its own. It rotates on its axis from east to west. The
mass of venus is 4/5 times that of the earth. It is called
morning star or evening star.

Mars, the red planet is almost half the size of the earth.
Jupiter the largest planet in the solar system has 16 satel-
lites and has faint rings around it. It consists of hydrogen
and helium in gaseous form. lts cloud like outer region
consists of methane in gaseous form while ammonia is
present in crystalline form.

Saturn, the least dense among all other planets has three
beautiful rings, 18 satellites. Its density is less than that of
water.

Uranus discovered by Willam Herschel in 1781. Hydrogen
and Methane have been eletected inthe atmosphere of
Uranus. It has highly tilted rotational axis and has 17 sat-
ellites.

Neptune has 8 satellites

The Thermal Theory of Monsoon was propounded by Brit-
ish scholars namely Dudley Stamp and Baker. According
to this theory, temperature is the main reason of the origin
of monsoons.

The Equatorial Westerly Theory has been propounded by
Flohn. He states that the equatorial westerly is the south
west monsoon that is orginated because of intertropical
convergence.

The Jet Stream Theory is a study of a narrow belt of high
altitude westerly winds in the troposphere. It's speed var-
ies from 110 km/h in summer to 184 km/hr in winter. This
system works as a cover over the earth which affects the
weather of the lower atmosphere. This theory was pro-
pounded by the Yest.

El Nino is a name given to the periodic development of a
warm ocean current along the coast of Peru as a temporary
replacement of the cold peruvian current. EIl Nino/Southern
Oscillation (ENSO) and La Nina refers to large-scale changes
in sea surface temperature across the eastern tropical pa-
cific.

Koeppen's climate classfication system is the most widely
used system for classifying the world’s climate. The
koeppen system recognizes five majot climatic types; each
type is designated by a capital letter viz A-Tropical moist

climate, B -Dry climates; C- Moist Mild latitude climates
with mild winters; D- Moist Mild latitude climates with cold
winters; E- Polar climates.

The average rainfall in india is 125 cm. The south west
monsoon constituated 75% of the total rainfall (June to
september), 13 % of it by north-east monsoon (October to
December), 10% of it by pre-monsoon Cyclonic rainfall
(mainly in April and May) and 2%of it by western distur-
bances (December to February)

The alluvial soils are made up of fine silt deposited by riv-
ers. These fertile soils are found in the northern plains and
the river deltas.Very fine and relatively new alluvium found
in the flood plains and the delta of the Ganga-Brahmaputra
is known as Khadar. Relatively old and coarse alluvium is
known as Bhangar.

The black soils are made up of volcanic rocks of lava flows.
Suitable for cottom cultivation known as black cotton soil
or regur soils.

The red soils are derived from igneous rocks in the hot
and relatively dry parts of the southern and eastern parts
of Indian peninsula.

Madhya Pradesh is the largest producer of bamboo fol-
lowed by Assam.

The Central Coconut Research Institute is in Kasargod.
The Forest Research Institute located at Dehradun in
Uttarakhand is an institute of the Indian Council of For-
estry Research and Education and is a premier institution
in the field of forestry research in india, In 1991, it was
declared a deemed university by the UGC.

Wildlife Institute of India-Dehradun; Indian Institute of
Forest Management-Bhopal; Indian Plywood Industries
Research and Training Institute-Banglore; Govind Ballabh
Pant Institute of Himalayan Environment and Develop-
ment-Aimore are the institutes under India’s Ministry of
Environment and Forests.

Social forestry refers to the management and protection
of forests and afforestation on barren lands with the pur-
pose of helping in the environmental, social and rural de-
velopment. The term was first used in India in 1976 by the
National Commission on Agriculture, Govt of India. Urban
forestry, Rural forestry and Farm forestry are the compo-
nents of social forestry according to National Commission
on Agriculture. o
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
